The Clerk informed the meeting that a copy of the proposed footpath realignment at LlywnHellig Farm had been distributed to Penllyn Members and that there had been no objection to the proposed changes.
14) Community Council Website

The Clerk provided the latest drafts of the website for Members information and it was agreed that the £600.00 payment for the site should be made to enable the site to go live.

15) PAYE Payments
The Clerk informed Members that he had been in discussion HMRC and that the previous way in which he had been paying tax on the Community Council’s Clerks salary is no longer appropriate. The HMRC had informed him that whilst no National Insurance payments are required (because the salary is below the payment threshold) income tax must be deducted at source by the Community Council and a payroll scheme be set up. In addition, he had been informed that this system should have been in place for some time and that the Community Council would need to make back payments. 

The Clerk informed the meeting that he had previously paid tax on the Community Council income he has received via his annual self-assessment payments and that any required back payments would be reimbursed to the Community Council on receipt of the equivalent refund to him from HMRC. The Clerk recommended that as it was his intention to resign from the post as soon as a replacement Clerk can be found or at the latest October 2014, that this matter should be placed with an independent person to ensure that the matter is dealt with to the satisfaction of both the Community Council and the current Clerk. The Clerk 
also suggested that investigate who might undertake this work and at what cost and report back to the Emergency Finance Committee as soon as possible. 
The matter and the Clerk’s recommendation were discussed and the matter was agreed as the correct course of action in the circumstances. 

16) Clerk’s Position

The Clerk informed the meeting that it was with some reluctance that he wished to tender his resignation. He informed Members that he had very much enjoyed his time as Clerk, working in an area he knew intimately and with Members with whom he has much respect. However, because of other priorities he is now unable to commit the necessary time to the post that is required. Members thanked him for his efforts over the last seven years.

It was agreed that the Clerk would resign as soon as another person was appointed or at the latest after the Community Council meeting in October 2014. In the meantime he would be prepared to help the Council in their search for a replacement Clerk.
