Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of Penllyn Community Council held at 

 Llansannor Community Hall, City at 7.00 p.m. on Monday.
13th May 2013

1) To receive apologies for absence.
Vale Councillors Cox, Jarvie and Parker. 
2) Declarations of Interest.

3) Community Police Matters.

CPO O’Callaghan informed the meeting that one crime had been recorded within the area in the last month. It was a house burglary at Ystradowen.
Councillor Lewis asked that in any future meetings CPO O’Callaghan has with local residents that she reminds them that at this time year it is important to be aware of the dangers of cows that may have newly born calves. CPO O’Callaghan said that at this time of year she regularly gives out such warnings and in particular that walkers do not try to protect their dogs whilst walking in the countryside.
At the end of the discussion the Chairman thanked CPO O’Callaghan for her attendance and she left the meeting.

4) Vale of Glamorgan Council Liaison.

The Clerk reported that he had received apologies from the local Vale Councillors.

He informed the meeting that he had received a copy of the agenda for the Vale Council meeting held on 8th May 2013 and that there were no matters of direct concern to the Community Council.

The Clerk also informed the meeting of the discussions he had undertaken with Councillor Cox and the actions taken to progress the setting up of a meeting between the Vale Council, Welsh Water and the Community Council regarding sewage problems at Penllyn and the drainage problems near “Whitehall” at Graig Penllyn.
A brief discussion took place regarding the recent improvements at Sycamore Cross and whether funding raised for the project could be used to make improvements at Pentre Meyrick. It was agreed that this matter would be raised with Vale Councillors at a future meeting.
5) Election of Chairman for the ensuing year.
It was proposed that Councillor A Hill be elected as Chairman by Councillor Pugh. This was seconded by Councillor Lewis and unanimously agreed by other Members. Councillor Hill thanked Members and indicated that he was prepared to accept the role.
In handing over the role Councillor Petty thanked all Members for ably assisting him to carry out his role as Chairman for the last year and wished Cllr Hill well in the role. He also thanked the Clerk for his support throughout the year.

6) Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

Councillor Hill duly signed the declaration. 

7) Election of a Vice-Chairman for the ensuing year.

After a short discussion it was proposed by Councillor Jarvis that Councillor Fardo be elected as Vice Chairman for the ensuing year. This was seconded by Councillor Lewis. Councillor Fardo thanked Members and indicated that he was prepared to accept the role. 
8) Appointment of Members to Committees.

After discussion it was agreed the only “Standing Committee” required for the coming year would be “Finance” and that the Committee would comprise the Chairman, Vice Chairman and Councillor Pugh. 
10) Appointment of Members to serve on Outside Bodies.

It was agreed that the following Members would represent the Council:

a) Llansannnor C.I.W. Primary School – Cllr Thomas;
b) Llangan County Primary School  -Cllr Petty;

c) Vale of Glamorgan Community Liaison Committee – Cllr Pugh;

d) Vale of Glamorgan Conservation Advisory Committee – It was agreed that as there are no Conservation Areas within the Community Council boundary if a request is made to the Clerk he would contact the Ward Members of the area within which any application to be considered exists to agree who should attend.
11) Dates and times of Ordinary meetings of the Council for the ensuing year.
The Clerk submitted a list of proposed dates and times of future meetings for consideration by Members. The list was discussed and agreed. It was agreed that Councillor Thomas would pass a copy of the approved dates to Llansannor Community Hall Booking Officer and that a copy would be placed in all notice boards. 

12) Confirmation of minutes of the meeting held on Monday 8th April 2013.
Cllr Lewis proposed that the minutes be accepted without amendment this proposal was seconded by Cllr Thomas and unanimously agreed by Members.

15) Land Holdings.

a) Winchfield.

Councillor Petty informed the meeting of the discussions the Penllyn Resident Group has held with Officers of the Creative Rural Communities Programme regarding a community orchard in the Winchfield. It was agreed that the Council (in its capacity as trustee of the Winchfield Charity) ask the Resident Association to submit a plan for prior approval before any works are undertaken. Cllr Petty agreed to inform the Resident Association of the Community Council’s request. 
b) Wellfield.

The Clerk informed the meeting that an invoice has been received from Evan Rosser for the hedge trimming. 

The Clerk informed the meeting that he had sought costings for the grass cutting of the area from Andrew Vowles (Llanharry) and the Vale of Glamorgan Council’s Parks Dept. No response was received from Mr Vowles but the Vale Council had given a quotation of £847.01. This price was considered and it was unanimously agreed to accept the proposal. The Clerk was instructed to inform the Vale Council of the decision.

With regard to improvements discussed at a recent meeting attended by local Councillors, the Clerk informed the meeting that he had discussed the proposals with Vale Officers responsible for the C.A.S.H. Grant scheme and Creative Rural Communities but that none of the works was eligible for funding. It was suggested that a “Wellfield tidy-up” be investigated as a community activity. Councillor Hill and Pugh agreed to establish local reaction and to report back.

17) Funding Opportunities.

The Clerk informed the meeting that he had been working with members of the Llansannor Community Hall to progress a C.A.S.H. Grant for sound proofing.
He also informed that he had been contacted by Mr Chris Kipling regarding a C.A.S.H grant for fencing at Ystradowen Community Hall. Members were content to support the proposal provided the YCSA could prove ownership of the land upon which the fence is to be placed. Costings are currently being sought by Mr Kipling.
